DECISION ON CONTROL OF
PESTICIDES BUSINESSES

Pursuant to the Decree of Government on Pesticides
Management, issued No 258/GoL, dated 24 August 2017
Pursuant to the Decree of Prime Minister on Functions
and Duties of the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry No.
99/PM, dated 09 March 2017,

Pursuant to proposal of the Department of Policy and
Legal Affair No. 487/DOPLA, 09 October 2018.
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THE MINISTER FOR MINISTRY OF
AGRICULTURE AND FORESTRY ISSUES:

CHAPTER 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article1  Objectives

This Decision sets rules, regulations and measures for
management of pesticide businesses and establishes
measures for pesticide risk reduction to ensure the quality
and safety of pesticides in order to protect public health,
animals, plants and the environment from risks associated
with pesticide use and to contribute to the clean, green and
sustainable agricultural development.

Article 2 The control of pesticide businesses

The management of pesticide businesses are rules and
requirements for approval and issuance the authorization
for all pesticide operators including implementing of
measures for pesticide risk reduction, inspections and
legislative enforcement.

Measures for Pesticide risk reduction are rules and
requirements for safety in production process, import,
export, distribution, transport, storage and application
including disposal of pesticides ensuring the safety for
human health, animals, plants and environment.

Article 3 Definitions
The terms used in this Decision shall have the following
meaning:
1. Decree means Government Decree on Pesticide
Management No. 258/GOV, dated 24 August
2017;

Measures for Pesticide risk reduction mean rules
and requirements for safety in production process,
import, export, distribution, transport, storage and
application including disposal of pesticides
ensuring the safety for human health, animals,
plants and environment.

Formulation means the combination of various
active ingredients designed to render the product
useful and effective for the purpose claimed.
Label means the written, printed or graphic matter
on, or attached to, the pesticide or the immediate
container thereof and also to the outside container
or wrapper of the retail package of the pesticide;
PMS (Pantone Matching System) is colour
standardized system that helps in colour
identification and matching;

Establishment means any place or operation
where pesticides are manufactured, held, stored,
marketed, sold, distributed, transported, used or
disposed or where records relating to such
activities are maintained.

Licensing authority means the body under the
Pesticides Management Authority comprising the
Department ~ of  Agriculture  and  the
Province/Capital Agriculture and Forestry Office
that are responsible for the issuance of technical
approval licenses.

Personal protective equipment means any
clothes, materials or devices that provide
protection from pesticide exposure during
handling and application, including both
specifically designed protective equipment and
clothing reserved for pesticide application and
handling.
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9. General use pesticide means a pesticide that is not
classified as restricted use.

10. Restricted use pesticide means a hazardous
pesticide that requires use by a licensed pesticide
applicator or under the direct supervision of a
licensed applicator, and that is not available to the
general market.

12. Surface water means any river, lake, canal,
streams, pond, ditch, marsh, swamp, waterfall,
reservoir, cave.

13. Environment means surroundings, including
water, air, soil and their interrelationship as well
as all relationships between them and any living
organisms.

Article 4 Scope of application

This Decision applies to an individual, juristic person or
organization, whether domestic or international, that deals
with pesticide business, control, application and
implementation of measures for pesticide risk reduction in
Lao PDR.

CHAPTER 2
ACTIVITIES FOR CONTROL OF
PESTICIDE BUSINESSES

Article 5  Activities for control of pesticide
businesses

Activities for control of pesticide business include
technical approval license, requirements for technical
approval licenses, filling the application forms for
approval, considerations and taking decision for issuing
approval license, period of permission, suspension and
withdraw of technical approval license.
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Article 6  Activities requiring technical approval
license

The activities that require a technical approval license are
the types of businesses as defined in article 39 of decree
including the following activities:

1. Formulation;

2. Packing;

3. Transportation;

4. Export and transit;

5. Services for Pesticide warehouse or other storages;

Article 7 Requirements for technical approval
license

Any individual, juristic person or organization that intents

to operate pesticide businesses shall meet the following

requirements:

1. Have technical staff that has been issued certificate
or training certificate that accredited by Ministry of
Agriculture and Forestry, and that has knowledge and
experiences related to pesticides.

2. Having adequate premises, equipment, machines or
appropriate facilities for each activity;

3. Establish a safety system and adequate measures as
appropriate for each pesticide activity, including
emergency plans in case of fire, flood, leakage,
spillage or poisoning of human or animals and
environment contamination

4. Having the financial ability to undertake the
activities based on permission activities.

Article8  Application documents

Application documents should include the following:

1. Application form for operating pesticide business as
prescribed by Department of Agriculture;
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2. Technical proposal including educational certificates
of personnel related to the pesticide business;

3. Copy of the enterprise registration certificate issued by
Industry and Commerce Sector;

4. Attach 3 photos, with size 3 x 4, (taken within 3
months)

5. Health certificate (issued within 3 months)

6. List of pesticides to be sold.

Article9  Evaluation and decision of approval
technical license

Upon receipt of an application form requesting for technical

approval license, the licensing authority shall evaluate the

application form within 20 working days, undertaking as

the following procedures:

1. Assign pesticide inspector to undertake the
inspection of premises, and where non-compliances
are found, the pesticide inspector shall recommend
corrective actions with a concrete timeframe shall
sign the inspection report and the report shall be
counter signed by the operator;

2. Pesticide inspector shall make report of inspection to
licensing authority in order to issue the technical
approval license. Where a non - compliances has
been detected defined in article 7 of this Decision,
the pesticide operator shall be informed in writting.

Article 10 The validation of technical approval
license

A technical approval license for pesticide business shall be
valid for two years, and can be renewed every two years,
by submitting the renewal application form to licensing
authority as prescribed to the Department of Agriculture
within 60 days before the expiry of technical approval
license.
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The licensing authority has the right to deny renewal
where applicant does not meet the requirements as defined
in the Decree and this Decision.

Article 11 Rights and Obligations of technical
approval license holders

Apart from rights and obligations of technical approval

license holders as defined in article 46 of Decree, technical

approval licensee also have the rights and obligations as

follows:

1. Set up plan for occupational health check-up and
safety measures for workers as well as periodically
review the implementation;

2. Thetechnical approval licensee has the right to sell
pesticides, equipment and personal protective
equipment;

3. Perform other rights and obligations as define in
laws and regulations.

Article 12 Suspension and withdrawal of technical
approval license

The licensing authority may withdraw or suspend a
technical approval license of pesticide business if pesticide
operators violate laws, decree and this Decision.

Where pesticide inspector finds business operations do not
comply with technical requirements, the inspector shall
inform the licensing approval authority to issue a written
notice or suspend the business until corrective actions
have been implemented within prescribed time-frame.
Where business operators failed to improve and undertake
corrective actions as prescribed in the notice or during
suspended timeframe, , the licensing authority shall
withdraw the technical approval license as well as make
recommendation to Ministry of Industry and Commerce to
withdraw business license related to pesticide operations
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and also propose other related sectors to undertake
necessary measures in accordance to legislation.

Article 13  Measures for pesticide risk reduction
Measures for pesticide risk reduction are the safety
measures related to pesticide as defined in chapter 4 of the
decree including implementation measures as follows:

Article 14 The Contents of Pesticide Labelling
Pesticide labelling as defined in article 26 of the Decree shall
have pictogram and contents as follows:

1.

The trade name of the pesticide, and any distinctive
brand or trade mark;

The common name of each active ingredient and
its percentage content;
Hazard level of pesticides which mark in dark
green colour and technical registration Number of
pesticides;
Physical form and the formulation type;
Purpose use of the pesticide
Directions and precautions including level of use,
method, duration and place for use of the pesticide;
Date of manufacture, expiry date, batch number
and shelf-life if store in the original container
under prescribed conditions;
Name and address of distributor and
manufacturer;
Net volume or weight of container and net volume
and weight of its contents;
Words "POISON", "KEEP LOCKED UP AND
OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN", and "READ
DIRECTIONS BEFORE USE" in block capitals;
Required protective clothing or equipment;
Pest or disease to be controlled by pesticide;
Crops, animals, or other items to apply pesticide;
Product group according to mode of action;
Post-harvest interval;
warnings against reuse of the container, and
instructions for its safe disposal or decontamination
after use;
First aid measures;
Colour codes banding precautions photos relating
to toxicity of product in the following manner of
declining toxicity at the bottom band of label as
classification under WHO:

- PMS Red 199C for extremely toxicity

pesticide products;
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- PMS yellow C for moderate toxicity
pesticide products classified;
- PMS Blue 293C for toxicity pesticide
products;
- PMS Green 347C for unlikely toxicity
products.
Where a container is too small, the requirements of
information are 1 to 10 shall be on the label and all
information included in an accompanying information
leaflet.

Article 15 The contents of advertising

The advertisement of pesticide as defined in article 27 of
the Decree shall be included the technical contents as
follows:

1. Shall instruct the uses of pesticides that appear on
approved labels by Department of Agriculture;

2. Shall be consistent with safety recommendations
of licensing approval authority;

3. Pay attention to warning WORDS and symbols,
and also to precautions including but not limited
to, the proper maintenance and use of application
equipment, appropriate  personal protective
equipment, special precautions for vulnerable
groups and the dangers of reusing containers;

Article 16  Procedure, requirements and measures of
import

The import of pesticides, as defined in article 29 of the

decree, shall be comply with the following procedure,
requirements and measures:

1. All shipments of imports of pesticides shall be

informed an approval import license to plant

quarantine border checkpoint at least one working
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day prior reaching of consignment at border
checkpoint;

2. Plant quarantine staffs shall inspect consignment
based on specific information included in the
import license such as pesticide types, gquantity,
packaging, labelling and validity, where risk
present shall take a random to take sample of
pesticide for analysis;

3. After inspection, if the import does not comply
with the permit, plant quarantine staffs shall take
actions as follows:

- The consignment shall be reshipped to the
country of origin;

- Where return to the country of origin is not
possible, plant quarantine staffs shall report
import permit authority in corporate with
Ministry of Natural Resources and the
Environment and relevant sectors to
conduct technical consultations and seek
appropriate solutions;

- Cost associated with reshipping to country
of origin including storage, transportation,
treatment and disposal of pesticides shall
be under covered by the importer.

4. For importing pesticide under aid projects aiming
for purpose of research or trial, it shall be inspected
by plant quarantine staffs on quantity and quality
of pesticides in according with permission from
licensing approval authority.

Article 17  Procedure, requirements and measures of
transport

Any Individual, juristic person or any organization who

intends to transport pesticides shall comply with the
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following procedure, requirements and measures of
transportation:

1.

3.

Having a specialised vehicle for transport
pesticide, where are not available specific vehicle
shall keep pesticides separately from of driver and
passenger compartment;

Pesticides shall be loaded on transport vehicle and in
secured place such manner as to minimize the
damage of containers, spills or leaks.

Where vehicle for transporting pesticides has
become contaminated as a result of spillages or
leaks, owner of the vehicle must report incident to
nearest village unit or district agriculture and
forestry office. The village unit or district
agriculture office that receives the incident report
shall either order the decontamination, treatment
and undertake cleaning actions and the time within
such actions shall be effected, or shall undertake
the actions directly.

A pesticide transport vehicle carrying bulk
quantities of pesticides or restricted pesticides shall
have prescribed hazard placards visible on the
exterior, including a skull and crossbones sign and
"DANGER PESTICIDES", and "NO SMOKING"
in bold red letters.

Article 18 Procedure, requirements and measures of

transit

Any Individual, juristic person or any organization who
intents to transport pesticides in transit through the
territory of Lao PDR shall comply with the following
procedure, requirements and measures:

1. All application for pesticide transit shall be

submitted to the licensing authority in advance at
least thirty days prior reaching of consignment;
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3.

The licensing approval authority shall consider to
issue approval license including transit
requirements as follows:

- mode of transport or vehicle and any physical
conditions and measures to prevent spillage or
leaks;

- the quantity of pesticides transported,;

- designated date and transit routes;

- particular packaging or labelling requirements.

The transit license is valid up to ninety days.

Article 19 Selling general wuse pesticides and

restricted use pesticides

Individual, juristic person or any organization who intents
to distribute general and restricted pesticides shall comply
with following procedure, requirements and measures:

1.

The distribution of general use pesticide and
restricted use pesticides shall have technical
approval license;

Separating general use pesticides and restricted
use pesticides;

Only sell restricted pesticides to individual,
juristic person or any organization approved by
the licensing authority;

Selling restricted use pesticides shall be recorded
and kept information of each selling such as name
and address of buyer, date of purchase, pesticide
registration number, pesticide name and quantity,
technical approval license for buyer, signature of
seller and buyer;

Any pesticides received in damaged containers
shall be stored separately and returned to the
supplier or shall be disposed of in accordance
with requirements of this Decision. A notice with
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10.

the words "NOT FOR SALE" in Lao shall be
placed in bold letters on the container;

The sale or distribution of any pesticide shall be
carried out in sequence starting with the earliest
expiry date. An owner or person in charge of a
pesticides business operation shall check stocks
at least once a week in order to identify pesticides
that are obsolete, damaged containers, and stocks
showing signs of deterioration.

Any pesticides business operator has obsolete
pesticides in stock shall notify the nearest district
agriculture and forestry office, and shall inform
amount, type, location and expiry date of
pesticide that no longer use.

The areas for loading and unloading pesticides
shall be impermeable and shall have in close
proximity prescribed spillage containment
equipment.

Any equipment used for loading and unloading
pesticides shall not cause puncturing, tearing or
other damage to the containers carrying
pesticides.

Before and during loading of pesticides onto
transport vehicles, each container shall be
examined to ensure closure of the seal and to
discover any evidence of leakage. Containers
with traces of leakage shall not be loaded onto
transport vehicles, and where a high proportion of
containers in a shipment show traces of leakage,
the entire shipment shall not be loaded onto a
transport vehicle.
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Article 20 Pesticides storage Facilities
Facilities for pesticides storage area of sales shall comply
with following requirements:

1.

2.

Be dry and well ventilated with adequate fresh-air
circulation and without air conditioning;

Have clean availability of clean water and easily
accessible, for hand and face washing, and for
emergency purposes;

Be Protected from exposure to rain, humidity or
any other water damage, sunlight or other adverse
climatic factors;

Keep storage area locked to prevent unauthorized
persons, children and animals’ accessibility to
storage and having adequately light;

Keeping pesticide storage from other products and
having permanent physical partition between
pesticides and such other products which is at least
three meters high;

Having safety information for all pesticides in the
storage and telephone number for emergency case;
Pesticides shall be stacked on racks or pallets, not
placed directly on the floor; and positioned in such
a way as for the label to be visible, including
separation of storage by placing powder and
granule pesticide are on upper of liquid pesticides.
The Storage shelf areas for selling pesticides shall
separate from the storage shelf areas of food or
other consumable, including animal feed. A
separate office, room or area for personnel, and the
storage of records shall be located at upright wind
directions, upfront the area for storing pesticides.
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Article 21  Pesticide Warehouse
A pesticides warehouse facility shall meet the following
requirements:

1.

Area or location of pesticide warehouse shall be

required to comply with the rules for pesticide

storage area as specified in No. 1 to 6 of article 20

of this Decision;

Be located at a distance 100 meters from residence,

schools or educational facilities, raising animal

area, forest, factories of food processing and five

hundred meters from water source;

Comply with city architecture designs and reduce

environmental impacts;

Having an appropriate size for storing the

quantities of pesticides;

Having smooth inner wall, water can’t go through

and easily cleaning;

Be suitable designed to facilitate packing,

transferring pesticide, storing empty containers

and pesticides, expired pesticides and leaking

pesticide that are waiting to dispose and having

emergency at least one exists;

Be surrounded by fence and have appropriate lock

and security measures to prevent the access of

unauthorised persons on the premises.

The roof shall be light-weight, made of non-

flammable material and shall protect against rain;

Have a sloping area, water drainage canal, and

concrete waste water tank;

Have a warning sign posted on the upper level of

entrance to the warehouse including:

- A sign of skull and crossing-bones, ‘“NO
SMOKING”, a Laowords show "DANGER

PESTICIDES", “NO, EATING or
DRINKING", and "NO FIRE".
Showing pictures or warning signs at the
pesticide warehouse to demonstrate the needs of
using safety equipment.
Use concealed electrical wiring;
Lay out the drainage pipes connecting to waste
water tank to secure against the leakage of
pesticides and to protect potable water system,
groundwater source or water resources;
Have a pesticide records system with up to date
such as information on in-coming pesticides,
stock taking records, out-going records and
records of disposal;
Have emergency response plan to clean-up the
spill of pesticides and fire prevention and control
equipment as well as periodic review of
procedures; and
Have emergency instructions, telephone number
of fire police, village authority, hospital,
electricity and rescue team including First Aid
instructions posted on the Entrance and Exit gate
of premises where it can be easily visible;
Restricted pesticides shall be stored separately
from other types of pesticides;
Having emergency equipment as follows:
- Fire alarm and fire control equipment that is
maintained and ready to be used in response in
a timely manner to a fire;
- Blankets and a set of first aid kits that contain
medical information for first aid treatment
from pesticide poisoning;
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- Tarpaulins or polyethylene sheets for packing
of pesticide powders, dusts, or other material
spills;

- Sands saw dusts or dried soil to prevent the
spills of liquid pesticide.

Article 22  Pesticides residue

To implement the article 35 of the Decree, the Pesticide
businesses control authority shall coordinate with public
health sector, natural resources and environment sector
and relevant local authorities to conduct surveillance,
collect samples of crop , soil and water for analysing
pesticide residues and use information as reference to
certify the level of pesticide risk in accordance with food
standards and national environment standards.

Article 23  Emergency incident and reporting system
Any Individual, juristic person or organization that finds
warehouse or storage of pesticides on fire, stolen
pesticides or spilled pesticides, or discharged into the
environment shall immediately inform a pesticide
inspector, village authority or District agriculture and
forestry office, municipality, city so that the relevant
authority can to coordinate with concerned organization to
prevent and take timely emergency response in
compliance with prescribed technical procedures.
A pesticide inspector shall issue an inspection record and
report and submit them to approval license authority,
including the following minimum information:
1. Background information or causes of emergency
accident;
2. Characteristic of pesticide, situation of exposure
including detailed information of effected person,
geographic location or wildlife;

3. Estimates of the impacts on human health relating
to pesticide exposure that may occur during
inspections, monitoring or surveillance;

4. Other adverse environmental effects from
pesticide exposure, such as animal mortality, water
contamination or damage to agricultural crops.

The Pesticide businesses control authority for controls
pesticide business and measures for pesticide risk
reduction shall coordinate with public health sector,
industry and commerce sector, natural resources and
environment sector and other relevant sectors to conduct
research on such incident as well as carry out inspections
to enforce the Decree and this Decision and take
appropriate measures in order to avoid the harmful to
humans, animals and environment.

Article 24  The use of personal protective equipment
Any individual, juristic person or organization involved
with the application of pesticide shall use personal
protective equipment in accordance with the label and
safety instructions.
A business owner or pesticide business license holder shall
ensure that any person who handles pesticides is trained in
order to clean and take care of work clothing and supply
adequate equipment as required, include:
1. Gas protection masks, dust protection and
respiratory equipment;
2. Helmets, hat, Glasses or mask for protecting eyes
and face;
3. Water-proof suits and outer-wear suits including
long-sleeved, jackets or cover suits for worker;
4. Plastics for protecting dirty or polyvinyl chloride
aprons;
5. Boots and plastic gloves for protecting chemicals;
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The supplying of sufficient water in case
emergency incident to wash off corrosive or toxic
materials from skin;

Equipment for eyes cleaning such as fixed or
portable eye-wash equipment.

Article 25 Work Safety
The technical approval licensee shall provide work safety
instructions for workers as follows:

1.

Provide necessary training, including relevant

information on:

- the toxicity and potential hazards of the
pesticides under their operations;

- the equipment to be used and precautions to be
taken;

- first aid and medical emergency information;

- Handling empty pesticide containers;

Provide information on method for dealing with

spills of pesticide they are using;

Provide  appropriate  personal  protective

equipment;

Ensure that such person is assigned any specific

task;

Support periodically health check-up and other

medical services for analysis, evaluate and treat

illness or injury relating to pesticides.

Article 26  Pesticide application service

Any individual, juristic person or organization who holds
a technical approval license for pesticides application
service shall comply with the following requirements:

1.

Purchase and apply pesticide shall be appropriate
with target pests, shall be purchased equipment and
pesticide at low quantity as needed to avoid high
amount in storage;
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The approval licensee of fumigation, spraying or
other methods to control pests shall have trained
staffs on pesticide application and meet the
requirements as follows:

- The mixing of pesticides or application
each time shall have at least one trained
person present and with untrained
supporting personnel of a number less than
four people;

- The trained personnel shall be presented at
the mixing area and supervise supporting
personnel in handling and mixing
personnel;

- Any person who handles pesticides shall be
at least 15 years old.

Pesticide application providers may enter into
contracts and specify time, location of application,
types of pesticide, purpose and application
method, storage of waste pesticide and empty
containers;

Where people are living at the area that will apply
pesticide, pesticide service providers shall notice
the residents in written at least forty-eight hours in
advance before application pesticide including
posting the warning sign at the area or location
which can be easily visible.

The owner of premises or direct pesticide users
that apply pesticide more 50 litres or 50 kilograms
per year shall have permission from the licensing
authority for technical approval license. For
storage or transport of pesticide in large quantity
over 100 litres or 100 kilograms shall have
permission from the licensing authority for
technical approval license;
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6. An area of pesticide use, cleaning equipment of
pesticide used, storage of pesticide, throw liquid of
pesticide waste and disposal of container used shall
be 30 meters distance from open body water.

Article 27 Waste Disposal
The following pesticide shall be disposed:

1. Obsolete, deteriorated, or unwanted pesticides;
Containers that contain pesticides residues;
Empty containers;
Contaminated rinsing;
Packaging materials and holding tanks;
Contaminated protective clothing; or
Any papers, glasses or bags that associated with
pesticides.
Any individual, juristic person or organization operating
pesticide business or pesticide application service shall
indicate location or site of pesticide waste collection and
specific garbage before treatment or disposal according to
the defined guideline of instruction of Natural Resources
and environment.

Noakown

Pesticide application equipment and empty pesticide
container, shall be cleaned at pesticide application areas,
and any empty pesticide containers that remain unwashed
shall be labelled as “HAZARDOUS” before keeping at the
collection point.

The waste bins for pesticide wastes shall be constructed of
materials that are able to resist corrosion by pesticide
waste, and shall have appropriate cover, bear a label with
a danger sign including a skull and cross-bones sign and
"DANGER PESTICIDES", and "NO SMOKING".
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Article 28  Pesticide records
Pesticides business operators shall keep the following
records to pesticide:
1. Quantity of in-coming pesticides, storage, sales or
application;
2. Pesticides spillage, theft, accidents, and any
remedial actions taken;
3. Pesticide trade name, common name and active
ingredient;
Registration number in Laos;
Name and address of manufacturer and importer;
Type and size of package;
Date of Order or receipt;
Date of manufacture and expiry date, batch
number.

The pesticides business operators shall keep records for
five years, without loss or damage, and easily accessible
for inspection by the Pesticides Management Authority
upon the request.

Article 29 Training

The Department of Agriculture shall establish and develop
training modules for pesticides such as on pesticides
legislation, pests, the types of pesticides, and dangers
associated with pesticide, appropriate management,
storage, handling, storage and use of pesticides and the
cases Where there is an actual need to apply pesticide and
alternative option to replace pesticide use such as
Integrated Pest Management.

Any individual, juristic person or organization that intends
to attend pesticide training shall submit the application
form to approval license authority to attend the training as
described in the training module of Department of
Agriculture. Persons attending and completing training

module will receive the certificate from the licensing
authority.

CHAPTER 4
PROHIBITION

Article 30 General prohibition

Apart from general prohibition as prescribed in article 48
of the Decree, any individual, juristic person or
organization is prohibited from the following:

Using pesticide contaminated equipment or
vehicle;

Disposing of equipment and pesticide mixing
equipment or pesticide container into an open body
of water;

Drawing or pumping water from an open body of
water directly into an aircraft, vessel, vehicle,
machine, equipment or container;

Storing or displaying pesticides in areas that are
exposed to rain, wind, sunlight, other hazards or
having water drainage pipe that are not be able to
drain the leaking of pesticide into waste collection
tanks;

Burying or burning pesticide waste without
permission;

Importing, distributing or selling or advertising
any pesticide application equipment or personal
protective equipment that is not appropriate for the
prescribed use and is not of the prescribed quality;

Misusing research results or using technical and
scientific literature over the reality and not related
pesticide;

Importing, distributing or selling a pesticide
without labelling and packing;
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9. Storing consumable goods and products in the
same areas of pesticide;

10. Loading, or transporting pesticides in the same
compartments as passengers, animals or other
matters.

Article 31 Prohibitions for technical approval
licensee

Apart from prohibitions of technical approval licensee as

defined in article 49 of decree, the technical approval

licensee is prohibited from the following:

1. Encouraging buyers to purchase in large quantity
beyond their needs for one production season;

2. Selling pesticides with cracked, broken, rusted or
damaged containers, or where the original label is
not legible;

3. Advertising and making false claims including

the use of words such as “safe”, “non-poisonous”,
“harmless”, “non-toxic”,” high crop yield” or
“high profit”;

4. Making wrong comparisons with other pesticides
or misunderstanding;

5. Advertising unregistered or banned pesticides.

PESTICIDE BUSINESS CONTROL
AUTHORITY

Article 32 Pesticide Businesses Management
Authority

Pesticide business management authority is the same

authority as Pesticide Management Authority under article

52 of Decree that consists of:

Article 33 Rights and duties of Department of

Agriculture

For the control of pesticide business, the Department of
Agriculture has the following rights and responsibilities:

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Article 37 Rights and duties of Plant Quarantine

Station

For the control of pesticide businesses, the Plant
Quarantine Station has the following rights and
responsibilities:

Implement requirements, notices and technical
manuals on management of pesticide businesses
and pesticide risk reduction measures;

Inhibit the violations of laws, decree and this
Decision including collecting prescribed basic
information on violations and reporting to
concerned organizations;

Facilitate the import, export and transit of
pesticides as well as equipment for pesticide
application and personnel protection equipment, in
a manner that is transparent and compliant with the
laws and regulations;

Coordinate with other sectors nearby border check
points and concerned local authority to have
mutual understanding on implementation;

Inspect, test and collect pesticide sample for
quality analysing or use as evidences according to
import requirements as specified in license
approval;

Provide permission or refuse the import and transit
of pesticides in accordance import and transit
requirements and measures;

Collect fee for technical services in accordance
with ordinance of the President which is issued
periodically;

Summarize and report on the import, export and
transit of pesticides to high ranging officers
regularly;
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9. Perform other rights and implementation by laws
and regulations.

CHAPTER 6
THE INSPECTION AUTHORITY OF
PESTICIDE BUSINESS

Article 38 The inspection authority of pesticide
businesses

The inspection authority of pesticide business is the same

authority as pesticide inspection authority under article 58

of the Decree which consists of:

1. Internal inspection authority which is the same as
pesticide inspection authority as defined in article
32 of this decision;

2. External inspection authority which is national
assembly, provincial people’s assembly, and state
audit authority, State Inspection Authority, Lao
Front for National Construction, mass
organizations, mass media and public.

For the context and form of inspection of pesticide
businessesl shall be followed the article 59 and 60 of the
Decree.

Article 39 Requirement and qualification  of
pesticide inspectors

The requirements and qualification of pesticide inspectors

cited under article 61 of Decree include the following:

1. Have a good personality, active performance, good
working relationship and coordinating with other
sections;

2. Be able to understand and recognize law, decree,
this decision and other related legislation at certain
level;
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Have creative ideas, learn in order to improve and
develop work performance based on the work
assignment;

Have at least a Bachelor degree, be a government
staff for at least two years prior to appointment as
an inspector, and have been trained on pesticide
inspection;

Do not own or partner with pesticide business
operation, serve as director, or have any shares or
any family member involved in a pesticides
business;

Have knowledge and ability to write and read
English language;

Be healthy, clear curriculum vitae and never have
punished or disciplined.

Article 40 Rights and duties of pesticide inspectors
In addition to the rights and duties as defined in article 62
of the Decree, pesticide inspectors shall have the rights
and duties as follows:

Pesticide inspector shall prepare or copy records,
all or a part of documents that related to inspection;
Take photograph as evidence;

Propose to the approval license authority in order
to suspend or withdraw a technical license where
violations have been found,

Make inspection records with operators in charge
of pesticide on the remedial measures to be taken
by the owner or person in charge as reference
document for implementation;

Consider and propose to People's Prosecutor's
Office to consider prosecution where there is a
violation of legislation and where such violation
is a criminal offense.
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Article 41  Procedures of inspection
The inspection of pesticide business shall conduct as
following procedures:

1. Assignment to carry out the inspection;
Introduction of pesticide inspectors;
Collecting of first investigation;
Collection of evidence;
Preparing written record;
Reporting and considering the result of inspection;
Remediation of inspection result.

Noakown

Article 42 Inspection Assignment

The approval license authority assigns pesticide inspectors
of each inspection according to classification level of
governing unless where is necessary and urgent.

An assigning of each inspection shall be consisted of at
least two pesticide inspectors.

Article 43 Introduction of pesticide inspectors

Prior conducting each inspection, pesticide inspectors
shall show identification cards and inform an agreement
of inspection to business operators for cooperation. Where
is necessary and urgent the pesticides inspectors may show
only their identification card.

Article 44  Collection of first investigation

Where the pesticide inspectors have adequate evidences
on violations of decree or this decision which is considered
as minor commit, not considering as criminal offense and
first offense shall be educated and recorded together,
where is the second offense shall seize equipment and
pesticides, unless where is a criminal offense shall be
seized pesticides, equipment, vehicles and related
documents including the record of first investigation to
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report the approval license authority and other related
stakeholders defined in article 42 of this Decision.

Article 45 Collection of evidences

Pesticides, equipment or vehicles that have been sized or
taken as evidences, inspectors or person or organization
and ensure that those evidences will not be lost.

Article 46  Inspection record

Following each inspection and first investigation, a
pesticide inspector shall prepare an inspection record with
operators and ask him/her to read. Where operators could
not read the record, the inspector shall ask a third person
to read, and the pesticide inspector shall sign and write his
or her own name on the record in addition to the operator’s
signature and written name or fingerprint.

Where operators do not agree to sign or write his/her name
or put fingerprint on the inspection record, the inspector
shall make a note to this effect at the end of the record. The
inspection record or first investigation record shall be
made in three copies, one shall be kept by pesticide
inspectors, one shall be kept by operators and original one
shall be submitted to management authority of pesticide
business. authority of the management of pesticide
business.

Where operators are not presented at the premises, the
pesticide inspectors shall make an announcement within
24 hours after the inspection is complete, for the operators
to coordinate and receive goods. The announcement shall
be affixed at front of the pesticide business office and
public area. The operators shall coordinate to receive back
the goods within twentyone days since the day of
announcement, if the dateline expired that goods will be
belong to government.
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Article 47 Reporting and considering the result of
inspection

After completing an inspection, the pesticide inspectors
shall report to the license approval authority attaching the
record of inspection for consideration within five working
days of the completion of inspections.

The license approval authority shall consider and provide
recommendations within five working days upon receipt
of the report of the pesticide inspection, and shall inform
the result of the inspection by written notice to operators
within three working days.

Article 48 Resolving of result of inspection

The violation of law, decree and this decision, the Control
authority of pesticide businesses may be able to resolve
the violations of prohibitions of law and decree as defined
in the implementing administration measures or
admissibility. The second violation or serious violation
that is defined under law and decree by fined measures and
criminal offence, the management authority of pesticide
businesses shall propose to higher level organization to
establish taskforce to conduct inspection and undertake
measures to offenders under pesticide legislation.

CHAPTER 7
FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 49 Implementation

The Department of Agriculture is the primary authority
responsible for implementing this Decision, in
collaboration with other ministries, ministry-equivalent
organizations and agencies in order to -effectively
implement this Decision.
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Article 50 Effectiveness

This Decision shall be effective and enter into force after
15 days from the publication in the Official Gazette. Any
Decisions or provisions of Decisions that is contrary to this
Decision shall be null and void.
